My dear friend,  

 I am sorry I have been unable to reply to yours of Sept 1 before. Mrs Billups tells 

me that you have had no letters from me since early in June. I cannot understand it for I have 

written several. I am afraid I must have sent them to an uncorrect address.  

 I have been very poorly indeed, and compelled to be very much away from my 

work. In fact my last letter to you was written in London. I am a good deal better by the Lord´s 

goodness, but still am far from being as well as I usually am, or as I ought to be. 

 I am so sorry you have been so ill, and so perplexed – I have often prayed the Lord 

to give you wisdom and courage to follow in all His footsteps.    I believe He will for He 

knoweth the way that you take and when He has tried you, you will come forth as gold. I am 

afraid you have not received The War Cry. I must send you 3 or 4 back numbers. 

 The Lord will give you the soul of your sister. Do not be afraid to speak faithfully 

to her about Eternal things. God is with you. He will cause the word to go with power. 

 I trust you are really better again. These afflictions of our poor bodies must be for 

our good. The Lord is not only good – but He is wise. And He doth not willingly afflict. He is 

getting us more like His own image. He is conforming us to the image of His Son. We must be 

still. We must be as clay in the hands of the potter. We must. We will. We are. Oh Lord, do as 

you like with us, only make us to perfectly love Thee wholly, fully, serve Thee always. I feel 

God is good to me. I am quite sure I am getting on. The Lord of Glory is bringing me closer to 

keeping me closer – and yet I feel I am nothing in His Sight so it is boundless love that lets Him 

have anything to do with me.  

 Do not be afraid of the Devil. He cannot hurt you. He is chained. He can only go so 

far. You must hold to the word of God and to God Himself in the time of temptation as Jesus did. 

Read Matt 4 and the same story in Mark and Luke. The temptation lasted 40 days – the Lord 

Jesus triumphed. Hallelujah. He held on. So will you. So will I. The blood does cleanse. The 

Holy Spirit does purify. The Keeper does keep. In spite of all Earth and all Hell, hold fast the 

beginning of your confidence. 

 I hope Dr Boardman will bring you much blessing by the Lord´s goodness. 

 I will try and write to you oftener. I must. I like to hear from my friends in Sweden 

and I must let them hear from me. 

 My love in the Lord to the Björkmans and the T´s and your Sister and all. I pray for 

you all. Pray for me and The Salvation Army. We are still marching along. God gives victory 

over all our enemies. Many Souls are bring saved. We must soon come to Sweden.
